After receiving the diagnosis of cancer in June of 2021, Linda Lohmann, 71, of
Higginsville, MO, faced this daunting battle with courage until the very end on
Saturday, September 24, 2022.

Elizabeth McCulloch (nee Tebbenkamp) in Kansas City, MO. After graduating
from Lafayette County C-1 in 1969, Linda began working for the Lafayette
County Courthouse for a short time before dedicating 52 years of her life
caring for children.
